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It has been a little over a month since my accident involving the snowcat at Eaton Mountain in Maine. I am in good spirits and am recovering well. After receiving excellent treatment and care at Eastern Maine Medical Center in Bangor, I am now resting at home in Framingham Massachusetts. I still have a way to go, but I am now able to stand and walk short distances; I can even use stairs.
I feel truly blessed that I survived and even more so that in time I am expected to make a full recovery. Despite the severe nature of the accident including multiple skull fractures, I somehow escaped having any major damage to my internal systems. It is also remarkable that I did not experience any infections. 
My family and I would like to thank the emergency responders, the hospital staff, our employers, the skiing industry, customers, friends, neighbors, relatives, and even complete strangers for all the good wishes, care, and support they have provided us throughout this incident.
